DRONE RE-REGISTRATION

For those of us
who didn’t ask the FAA
to remove us from the
database, all you have
to do is log in to your
FAA account, the one
you created to register
in the first place, and
print a new card. There
is nothing else to it.
What doing this does
is give you a new card
with a 1 year later
expiration date. My
card now says: expires
12/12/2020. There is
no fee, you don’t have
to update your info,(at
least I didn’t) just log in
and click the button to

Q: The expiration
date on my FAA
registration
certificate is quickly
approaching, but |
do not see a place
to renew on the
FAA’s website.

How do | renew my
registration?

A: As of December
12, 2017, the National
Defense Authorization
Act for 2018 restored
the FAA’s registration

rule for model aircraft.
If you are a model
aircraft owner who
registered prior to
December 12, 2017
and did not request to
have your registration
information deleted,
the FAA has extended
the expiration date until
December 12, 2020,
which is 3 years from
the rule restoration
date. You can login to
your account at www.
faadronezone.faa.gov
to print a certificate with
the updated expiration
date.
