	 The P-47 is coming along, the Robart tail wheel retract didn’t work 
out, in fact I was pretty disappointed with the quality of it. Marc Winz sug-
gested I look at the Hobby King electric retract by Turnigy. The Turnigy 

retract is electric, all metal AND the 
same price as the Robart all plastic 
mechanical retract.
	After beefing up the bulkhead where 
the retract is installed and building a 
hatch (not sure of the durability and 
want to be able to get it out if I need 
to) I’m pretty happy with it.

I’ve finished sheeting the wing and 
it’s time to start on the flaps and ai-
lerons which are built as part of the 
wing and then cut off and finished. 
Then I will attach the wing to the 
Fuse and build the belly pan with 
drop tank mount.

The Fuselage is pretty much 
done and waiting for the wing 
installation.

Dear AMA members,
 
We want to provide you with an 
update on recent congressional 
action on the new FAA Reautho-
rization Act of 2016 (SB 2658). 
Last week, the Senate Commit-
tee on Commerce, Science, & 
Transportation, which has juris-
diction over the FAA, sent SB 
2658 to the Senate floor for con-
sideration. While the proposed 
bill affirms the importance of a 
community-based approach to 
managing the recreational aero-
modeling community, there are 
some provisions that could be 
further improved and some new 
provisions that could be prob-
lematic for the aeromodeling 
community.
 
AMA is working closely with 
members of Congress and their 
staffs to achieve the best pos-

sible result for our hobby. AMA 
is making progress and members 
of Congress have been receptive 
to our views.
 
For instance, we have made 
positive strides with the 400-foot 
altitude limitation in the draft 
proposed Senate bill. Although 
this onerous provision initially 
applied to everyone, we have 
made good progress in work-
ing to secure an exemption for 
AMA members after engaging 
the leadership of the Senate 
Commerce, Science, & Trans-
portation Committee. There is 
still room for improvement and 
we are using all of our available 
means to ensure improvements 
are made. As more develops, we 
will provide you with greater 
details.
 

In the near future, we may also 
ask you to engage with Congress 
and advocate for the hobby. 
Please stay tuned to find out how 
you can help during this process.

~  Build  Thread  ~ 

Hangar  9  B-25J 
By:  Tom  Strom  Jr. 

 Hello  everyone!  I  wanted  to  share  my          
experience  of  converting  the  Hangar  9  B-25  
Mitchell  from  American  markings  to  British,  as  
well  as  adding  interior  details,  and  custom                
artwork.  I  began  this  build  by  removing  all  of  the  
American  markings  that  were  on  the  aircraft.  
Once  that  was  complete  I  went  to  work  on  the    
invasion  stripes  on  the  wing  and  fuse.  I  did  this  by  
picking  a  fixed  place  on  both  wings  and  the  fuse  
where  I  could  make  some  accurate  measurements,  
and  determined  how  wide  I  was  going  to  make  
each  stripe.  I  marked  out  the  entire  width,  and  
measured  inside  of  each  line  by  ¼”.  This  would  
give  the  lip  I  needed  for  the  new  covering  to  bite  
to.  I  added  the  white  in  solid  pieces  top  and          
bottom  of  each  wing  panel,  as  well  as  a  top,          
bottom,  left,  and  right  side  on  the  fuse.  I  then  
measured  and  hand  cut  black  strips  to  be  added  to  
those  white  panels.  I  applied  these  the  same  as  the  
fuse.  I  have  posted  some  pictures  below. 

 Once  completed  with  the  fuse,  wings,  and  
flap  sections,  I  moved  on  to  the  retracts.  I  added  
the  EFlite  60  to  120  size  mains,  and  the  60  to  120  
size  105  degree  nose  unit.  Robart  Robostruts  were  
added  for  additional  scale,  and  I  used  the  heavier  
duty  versions  on  the  mains  due  to  the  aircrafts  
weight.  Once  this  installation  was  complete  and  
working,  it  was  time  to  move  on  to  all  of  the          
interior  goodies! 

 I  chose  to  go  with  the  cockpit,  nose                                
compartment,  and  gun  detail  kit  available  from                
Dynamic  Balsa’s  website.  This  is  a  great  detail  set,  
but  requires  quite  a  bit  of  work  to  make  it  really  
stand  out.  I  started  by  washing  all  of  the  plastic  
and  resin  pieces  in  a  solution  of  water  and  dish  
soap,  then  rinsed  everything  with  luke  warm          
water.  This  helps  to  remove  all  of  the  mold  release  
agents  that  may  be  left  on  the  parts.  From  there,  I  
applied  all  of  my  green  and  black  base  coats.  Once  
dried,  I  went  to  work  on  all  of  the  hand  detail  
painting,  and  weathering.  I  added  some  details   



like  accurately  sized  maps  in  the  map  pouch,  gun  
sight  to  the  top  turret,  switches  and  levers  on  
throttle  quadrants  and  consoles.  This  took  quite  a  
bit  of  work,  but  well  worth  it  in  the  end.  Before  
the  pieces  could  be  installed  in  the  aircraft,  some  
major  dremel  and  saw  work  needed  to  be  done.  I  
then  even  tracked  down  a  pair  of  Top  Flite  B-25  
dummy  radials  in  Europe,  as  I  felt  those  added  a  
much  greater  level  of  realism  than  the  stock  set.

 To  finish  off  the  build,  I  installed  Futaba  
RX,  HiTec  servos  throughout,  dual  Futaba    
switches  going  to  the  RX,  and  both  powered  by  2s  
3000mah  LiFe  batteries  for  a  full  redundant          
system.  An  aircraft  this  big  with  this  many  servos,  
it’s  nice  to  have  a  backup  plan.  For  power  I  used  
two  Turnigy  .46  size  electric  motors  with  Turnigy   

80A  ESCs,  each  being  powered  by  a  Tunigy  Nano  
Tech  5s  4000mah  LiPo.  Props  were  Master            
Airscrew  3  blades.  Markings  were  from  Major  
Decal,  and  the  nose  art,    German  kill  markers,  
ship,  and  locomotive  kill  marks  were  all  custom  
made  by  my  secret  vinyl  guy.  Hope  you  guys        
enjoyed  this  build  thread!
